2018	Painters Who F**king Know How to Paint: Center on Contemporary Art. Painting IS Alive. This exhibit asks selected painters to answer the questions: Why Painting? Why Now? Co-curated by painters Kate Sweeney and Kate Vrijmoet, the exhibit provides a way, for viewers, into the mind of painters, and encourages public engagement with and understanding of compelling painters working today. We invite painters whose work gives us a punch in the gut, work that delivers the seduction of visual impact and presents perceptual, narrative or process derived experiences. Invitational painting exhibit curated with a fresh curatorial eye: painters picking painters. Two painters with experience elucidate aspects of painting, that from the painter’s viewpoint, drive artists to continue to work with the genre. This will allow access to the art form for a general audience and provide insight into how a painting becomes.
Art ∩ Math at the Schack: Co-curated by Dr. Dan Finkel Ph.D. and Dr. Katherine Cook the exhibit travels from the Center on Contemporary Art to the Schack Art Center in Everett WA where it expands its roster of artists and mathematicians. 
Art ∩ Math: Center on Contemporary Art. Co-curated by Dr. Dan Finkel Ph.D. and Dr. Katherine Cook: An exhibit highlighting the mathematical connections in our cultural life through art., This art exhibit explores art that is influenced by mathematics and mathematical ideas, make these ideas more vivid, and highlights the creative connection between art and math. The study of mathematics — structure, number, pattern, and shape — has influenced art for centuries. Today, math and art are exploring bold new realms. The power of their insights and effects on each other has never been greater. This show will explore the mathematics in the work of artists, and the art in the work of mathematicians. It will provide opportunities for audience members to be delighted by seeing some new connection hiding in plain sight. Mathematics provides a series of novel lenses to understand art. Reckoning with scale, chaos, higher dimensions, and other mathematical tools help us to see art and the world with more depth, and can deepen the impact of the artistic experience.
2017	Medicine Ball: Poets v Playwrights: a cross-disciplinary collaborative event that brings visual artists together with playwrights, poets, actors, directors, designers, musicians, and technicians together to create a weekend of thrilling new work born out of the spirit of collaboration. 7 pieces of artwork are selected from 7 artists which serve as the prompts for 7 playwrights and 7 poets to duke it out on stage with an ensemble cast and 3 directors for the best performance work. Over the course of the weekend run, audiences vote of each of the 7 rounds of the competition. While we announce a winning group of writers each night – either the poets or the playwrights – the cumulative winners are announced on Saturday night. The winning team of writers each receive a bottle of Two Buck Chuck. The losers get a warm can of Pabst Blue Ribbon Beer.  
	CoCA Sketchbook: a general use sketchbook with a curated selection of members’ artwork. Ongoing publication series meant to serve the community, provide a member benefit, extend the brand of the organization, be an incentive for membership, provide a limited revenue stream, and serve as a training device for upcoming curators
	Spontaneous Combustion: Center on Contemporary Art, Seattle, WA
2016	The incredible intensity of just being human traveling exhibit. Pacific Northwest artists examine the stigma and silence surrounding mental illness.
2015	The Issaquah exhibit focuses on youth culture and includes 28 artists in 4 venues. The artwork is displayed slightly off kilter — a little too high, a little

2011 	Mother May I…Get Eaten by Piranhas? Interactive sound installation combining mounted speakers, a camera, and motion detection computer programming to set off a series of pre-recorded reprimands as visitors trespass unseen boundaries. Using visual and aural cues that demarcate a site-specific space, visitors must assess how far they are willing to go, and at what cost. In Mother May I…? audiences enter the gallery to discover subtle visually demarcated boundaries. As audiences literally cross the line from one section to the next, structured sentences (“Get Back! What’s the matter with you? “I’m so disappointed”) shame, cajole, and provoke visitors into action. Execution: Multi media presentation. Appropriation of audience. 
2010 	The Yellow Leaf Concept: A collaborative performance/conceptual piece: A tattoo artist, a willing recipient, the audience, and me. How can you buy something that is both intimately yours and cannot be purchased? By blending conceptual and performance art, this work engages you in a dialogue about the commoditization of various intangible freedoms, the freedom to hold onto your own body. Ultimately, what you own when you buy this work is an idea, the idea of owning a tattooed body part rather than the actual body part. Additional new paintings exploring the medium of paint as skin. Execution: Multi media presentation. Participation in the auction itself was an important part of the performance. 
2008 	50 Paintings in 50 Days, Pawling, NYConcept: Paint 50 large portraits of random community members in as many days, blog about it daily, hold a reception for “models” and the community upon completion. The act of painting was a performance for the model, posing and being painted was an experience for the models, most often their most intimate or first personal exposure to art. Execution: All 50 paintings were hung en masse, in close proximity, side by side, one above the other, like a village, inside a 3-story, open, 200-year old dairy barn where the various models got to meet and greet each other for the first time, share their common experiences, and locate one another on the walls.
